Here are a list of common words, phrases and acronyms for you to learn - with their translations.
D.O.B / Date of birth = Date de naissance

ATTENTION : Si mon anniversaire est le 11 juillet 1982 alors il s'écrit: 11/07/82, sauf aux Etats-
Unis et au Canada ou il s'écrit: 07/11/82.

surname = nom de famille
last name = nom de famille

family name = nom de famille

Depending upon the form you could be asked for either your family name, your surname OR your
last name. They are all EXACTLY the same.

Christian name = prénom
name = prénom

first name = prénom

Tout comme avec votre nom de famille on pourrait vous demander pour soit First name, Christian
name ou name. They are all EXACTLY the same.

Mother’s maiden name = nom de jeune fille de la mere
middle name = Deuxieme prénom

gender = sexe

Normally gender is responded with either MALE or FEMALE but some forms now also give the
option of NONBINARY (people who identify as neither male nor female).

title = civilité
Normally the options for title are :

Mr / Mister = Monsieur
Mrs = Mme / Madame
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Miss = Mademoiselle
Master = jeune garcon
Dr. / Doctor = docteur (PHD ou médecin)
Ms = madame ou mademoiselle

town / city of birth = ville de naissance
address = adresse
zip code (USA) postcode (rest of the world) = code postal

Relationship status :

married = marié / mariée
single = célibataire
engaged = fiancé / fiancée
widowed = veuf / veuve
de facto = pacsé
divorced = divorcé / divorcée
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
